Jurisdictional State and WC Accident State indicators

	Description of Issue:

The TDI Companion Guide describes the use of CLM11-4 for the WC Accident State. However, this data element is reserved in the HIPAA Implementation Guide for the automobile accident and cannot be sent for WC accidents that are not automobile related. 
There is not a pre-defined location in the 837 for the Jurisdictional State or for the WC Accident State.



	Business Impact:

In some cases the WC claim derives from an automobile accident that is different from the state of jurisdiction. Both states (Jurisdiction and WC Accident) must be indicated in the 837.



	Proposed Solution (if any):

Use the K3 segment to convey this information. On the 837 Dental the NTE segment can be used in lieu of the K3.

Format of the data content in K3 or NTE

For 837 Professional Bills  the K301 contains 2 components of 2 bytes each:

 1.- Constant “LU-Location” (Required)

 2.- State of Jurisdiction, 2 bytes, use postal state abbreviation. (Required)
For 837 Dental Bills – The NTE02 contains 2 components of 2 bytes each:
1.- Constant “LU-Location” (Required)

2.- State of Jurisdiction, 2 bytes, use postal state abbreviation. (Required)

For 837 Institutional Bills  the K301 contains 3 components of 2 bytes each:

 1.- Constant “LU-Location” (Required)

 2.- State of Jurisdiction, 2 bytes, use postal state abbreviation. (Required)

3. – State where the Auto Accident occurred, use postal state abbreviation (Situational, required when bill is accident related.)

Examples

(Automobile Accident State, if needed, would be present in CLM11-4 when bill is automobile accident related.)

Dental:           NTE*ADD*LUTX~   State of Jurisdiction: Texas
(Automobile Accident State, if needed, would be present in CLM11-4 when bill is automobile accident related.)
Institutional:   K3*LUTX~                 State of Jurisdiction: Texas; not auto accident related
                       K3*LUTXMN~          State of Jurisdiction: Texas; State where auto accident occurred MN.
